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Early Childhood Immunization 
 

Babies gradually lose the natural immunity they receive from their mothers over the course of several months after birth. As they 

grow, they have opportunities to spend time outside and mingle with others, which increases their risk of contracting infectious 

diseases. To protect them from lifelong and potentially fatal illnesses, vaccines are administered to help babies build immunity 

against certain diseases. It is important to understand which vaccines will be given to your baby in advance and to ensure your 

baby is vaccinated only when they are in good health. 

 

 

・Vaccines are administered to children at health facilities designated by Hikone City. When getting your child  

  vaccinated, it is essential to bring that child’s Boshi Techo (Mother and Child Health Record).  

  For further information about the schedule for early childhood immunization, please read the set of 

  information documents provided by the Hikone Health Promotion Division when your child turns 2 months 

  old, or visit Hikone City’s official website. If you wish to have your child vaccinated at a health facility 

  outside Hikone, please notify the Hikone Health Promotion Division in advance.

*All parents/guardians are required to schedule their children’s health check-ups via the Hikone Suku Suku App. 

*On the day of your child’s check-up, if your child is not in good health, refrain from having them checked.  

 Instead, make sure to call the Hikone Health Promotion Division immediately. 

*If there is a typhoon warning, other major disasters, or an urgent situation that requires the city to cancel health check-ups  

 for children, the city will notify you on its official website and through other channels.

  Children under 18 years old with disabilities who will be left with certain degrees of disability when they become 
adults, if no medical treatment is given, qualify for this financial aid program. Under the program, financial aid is 
offered to cover medical expenses on the condition that treatments, such as physical surgery, can promise to 
improve the independence of children with disabilities to the point where they can perform daily activities 
without assistance in the future. 

[Details of Financial Aid] 
 As a general rule, 90% of medical expenses will be publicly covered by the program. The maximum cap on 
monthly out-of-pocket medical expenses will be determined and set based on the total amount of your household's 
residential tax. If the total amount of your household’s residential tax exceeds 235,000 yen annually, you will not 
be eligible for this program.

◆Physical Disability Certificate  

This certificate is issued to individuals with physical disabilities, as defined by the principles of the Act for the 
Welfare of Persons with Disabilities, upon the submission of a medical report and approval that the level of 
disability meets the certification standards.  
◆Intellectual Disability Certificate  
  The intellectual disability certificate is split into four grades: A1, A2, B1, and B2, with A1 being the most severe  
  and B2 the mildest. This certificate is issued to children with intellectual disabilities from the Shiga Hikone   
  Kodomo Katei Soudan Center and to adults from the Shiga Chiteki Shogai Kousei Soudansho. 
◆Psychological Disability Certificate  
  This certificate is provided to people whose daily and/or social activities are limited by mental illness or 
  disability for a certain period of time. The certificate has three grades (1-3) depending on the severity of the  
  mental disability.
